Parish Council Precept and Budget

At the Parish Council meeting on 9t
January 2018 the Parish Council
agreed a budget and precept of
£5,292.00. This is an increase of £175
on the previous year’s budget. The
main reasons for this increase are an
anticipated increased fee for the
Internal Auditor, fees to appoint a Data
Protection Officer and anticipated
additional expenditure on the
Neighbourhood Plan.

Local Bus Service

Leicestershire County Council (LCC)
is consulting widely on the
Leicestershire Passenger Transport
Policy and Strategy (PTPS). The
consultation period is from 21t March
until 23 June. This will look at how
LCC can deliver value for money
passenger transport services for
Leicestershire having regard to their
budget constraints.

The main likely impact of the proposed
policy and strategy would be a
reduction in the number of subsidised
bus services. The present bus service
for Tur Langton, service 44, is partially
subsidised.

The consultation document classes
this route as “Amber — Continuation at
Risk”. This is based on cost and
performance in January 2018. Bus
services are continually subject to
operational or market changes so if
the PTPS is adopted this classification
may have changed by the time of
review. If the outcome is that they will
no longer subsidise service 44 the
County Council will engage with local
communities to consider alternatives,
for example a demand responsive
service and/or good neighbour or car
sharing schemes. Changes to
provision as a result of this review
would not come into effect until the
summer of 2019 at the earliest.

Like yourself your neighbours may need reassuring that the emergency
is being dealt with and that professional and skilled people are

responding. In this situation what people need most is reliable, clear and

concise information.

Our Community Emergency Plan identifies how we, as a community,
can complement the emergency services in the event of an emergency.
With that, if you feel you are aware of a community emergency, such as
a localised flood, power cut, icy roads preventing use of certain
walkways/roads, please call a member of the Parish Council and we will
do our best to assist.

Our contract is with Leicestershire Gardens for 14 cuts between
March and October. They charge £60 a cut and the we will receive
reimbursement of £334.62 for the 2018 season from the County
Council.

number and timing of cuts depending on weather conditions.
